We’ve begun the Design Engineering portion of Lego Mindstorms.  Student teams have been presented with a variety of design challenges from the Mindstorms software that they may choose from.  Students are progressing through the steps of the Engineering Design Process to program their robots to accomplish the given task.  They are recording their data and reflections within the Mindstorms software and will create a video at the end of the unit to share their work.�

Students pitched their ideas to the class and are now planning out how to create their solution.  We are using a weekly action plan to organize steps.  We will be working on creating these projects over the next 5-6 weeks.
