3rd Grade


In our algebra unit, students are learning the difference between an expression and an equation.  We have looked at different kinds of variables and solved variable puzzles.  Next, students will be learning a variety of strategies for solving algebraic equations.  ���4th Grade


In our Lego Mindstorms unit, students are beginning to program their robot to accomplish tasks.  The first challenge presented was the “Move Straight Challenge.”  Students had to use measurement skills to solve it – ask your child what the challenge was and how they figured it out!  We will do more challenges with turning and sensors.





5th Grade


Students have learned how to evaluate expressions and define variables in the computer coding program WeScheme.  Partners have also begun designing their video games by searching for images and inserting the links into their game code.  The 5th graders are becoming real programmers, learning how to decode error messages, use contracts, and follow design recipes.
